SOULMATE JAY FOLEY REMEMBERED WITH 

SMILES, TEARS, AND  SONG AT MIAMI SHORES 

SERVICE   

Jay Foley, a much beloved member of our SOUL 

congregation and former editor of the SOUL newsletter, 

passed away from a cancer -related illness on July 31.  

On September 29, on the anniversary of what would 

have been his 56
th

bi rthday, his family and f r iends 

remembered him at a service held at 11 am at the 

Miami Shores Community Church , 9823 NE 4
th

 Ave, in 

Miami Shores .   Approximately 20 Soulmates attended.  

 

Speakers at the event included Jayõs younger sister, 

Susan, as well as his brother -in -law Blaine and nephew 

Russ, who remembered Jayõs propensity for gift-giving 

and sense of humor.   

Rounding out the speakers was SOULõs own Martin 

Buel, who spoke of Jayõs tireless dedication to the 

church he helped to found.  Jay, he said, k ept everyone 

on their toes, from serving as board secretary, to 

assisting in the selection of  the fabric for the walls of 

the community center , as well as  running the churchõs 

newsletter and website, feats  he accomplished with 

very little prior computer kn owledge.   

 

Joy Martone, one of Jayõs friends and former co-

workers, performed two beautiful hymns at the service: 

Ave Maria , and The Lordõs Prayer. 

 

Afterwards, the attendees gathered for a catered 

reception in the fellowship hall, where they viewed a 

pho to montage of Jayõs life on a TV screen. 

 

This service followed a similar memorial service held at 

SOUL on August 1, led by Lawrence Furman.  
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two sisters and brothers -in -law Janet & Allen 

Keller of Talbot, Tennessee, and Susan and 

Blaine Burnett of Canby, Oregon; two nephews , 

Russell Burnet t and Douglas Burnett; two 

nieces , Nicole Douglas and Angela Burnett; 

three grand  nieces , Rebekah Douglas, Kaylee 

Burnett , and Ashlyn Burnett. Having graduated 

from Christian Brothers H.S. in Memphis , TN, 

Jay headed to  Glendale, CA for Junior College 

and r eturned to the University of Tennessee in 

Knoxville. In 1978, Jay moved to Miami and 

worked for Jordan Marsh where he 

distinguished himself as an outstanding 

furniture buyer. Following mergers and 

acquisitions, working for Burdines , Jay 

traveled throughout  Europe and Asia as an 

International Furniture Buyer for which he was 

repeatedly recognized as Buyer of the Month 

and Buyer of the Year. Jay was an integral part 

of the leadership of SOUL Church ( Spiritual 

Organization for Unconditional Love ) where he 

was an inspiration to all and touched so many 

lives with his outpouring of compassion and 

acceptance. He served as Secretary on the 

Board of Directors, as Editor of Heart & Soul , 

and as the Church's Webmaster. ó 

Inspirational Life, Continued from p.1
